Lesson Plan: Katrina’s Wrath 
Grade Level: Eighth Grade

Objective: The students will draw upon their personal Hurricane Katrina experiences to create an expressive line drawing. 

Materials/Resources
 8.5” x 11” paper 
 ebony pencil
 

Procedure 

Day 1 – Introduction and drawing
Introduce the students to the ebony pencil and expressive line. Begin the process by having the students recall their own family’s 
experiences of Hurricane Katrina.  
With a large group discussion of Hurricane Katrina, 
have the students brainstorm statements about their experiences or the experiences of others. Draw a circle thinking map with Hurricane Katrina at the center. Write down all statements given. Every student has a story. Begin the drawing process paying close attention to contrast and texture. Have the students write their reflections on the back of the paper.
 
 Notes: This process may be longer depending on the student completion and whether or not you introduce color to the process. These drawings were a great source of affirmation to the students. It validated their experiences and allowed them to be empathic towards others.
